The Brecon Arms The Butchers Arms 

The Brecon Arms was situated in Pontprenllwyd 

adjacent to the entrance of Bryn Onnen.  

Unfortunately no photographs exist of this public 

house, and very little is known about it.  It is 

known that it was used as an overnight stopping 

place for  stage coaches, and during the 1940ôs it 

was used to accommodate workers on the nearby 

Hirwaun Industrial Estate then later it became a 

diary.  Its uses have also included a hairdressers 

and more recently the village Post Office.  Today 

the Brecon Arms is a private dwelling which still 

retains the name óThe Breconô. 

The Butchers Arms was also situated in 

Pontprenllwyd about a 100 yards from the Brecon 

Arms.  It closed in 1993, was partially demolished 

and converted into a private dwelling.
